This country consists
of several continental zones. For example, in the north winters are long and harsh, in some
places there is lots of snowfall and temperatures fall below —40 degrees Celsius. These winters
are normal, not only in the northern regions of the country but even in the Far East. Summers
in these arcas don’t even see three warm months out of the year.

Russia may not be the first to come to mind when you think of a food destination, but this
country has plenty of delicious traditional dishes to offer.
